The best of Studio Ceramics for the start of the summer featuring new works by John Pollex, Susan Nemeth, Clare Crouchman and Andrew Palin.
Summer at Bevere has always been marked with the emphasis on colour and diversity – this year is no exception.
John Pollex has exhibited at The Gallery since 2006.  He has carved out a unique niche in the world of studio pottery, using intensely coloured earthenware slips which are applied in a free and painterly abstract manner.
Clare Crouchman uses several different types of stoneware clays and porcelain to create her ceramic wall pieces. Oxides and glazes are applied sparingly to preserve the stone-like quality of the clay 

Susan Nemeth makes porcelain ceramics, which are inspired by historical textiles and wallpapers.  Laminated sheets of coloured clays are inlaid with hand cut patterns, beaten, rolled and stretched over moulds.
Andrew Palin makes textural glazed stoneware vessels.
Printmakers Andy Lovell, Karen Keogh and Susie Perring display a mix of colourful landscapes, seascapes, birds and flowers to support this vibrant show of ceramics.
